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ANT & DEC’S SATURDAY NIGHT            
TAKEAWAY 

 
Speaker: Ant and Dec (the boys look up) this is 
your boss, Joe. Final reminder that the show will 
begin in five minutes. 
 
Ant: You Know, I really think I’m going to enjoy this 
show. I mean we’ve got Paris Hilton, Katy Perry 

and Richard Hammond all in one show! 
 
Dec: I know what you mean. (Turning around as he hears a 
knock at the door) Hey Ant could you get that? 
 
Ant: Sure 
 
Pizza guy: Pizza delivery 
 
Dec: Um, hello 
 
Ant: What are you doing here? 
 
Pizza guy: You are Ant and Dec right? 
 
Ant & Dec: Yeah 
 
Pizza guy: Well then this is for you 
 
Ant: (looking confused) We didn’t order pizza (Dec looks 
around guiltily) Dec? 
 
Dec: (Holding his hands up in surrender) it wasn’t me 
 
Pizza guy: Well all around this place is signs saying ANT & 
DEC’S Saturday Night TAKEAWAY (pointing to each of the 
boys in turn) and you seem to be Ant and Dec. 
 
Dec: No no no no! You’ve got this all wrong. Saturday Night 
Takeaway is just the name. We’re really a TV show with 
challenges and games for us and celebrities. Even people in 
the audience or at home can join in. 
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Ant: It’s great fun. 
 
Pizza guy: (looking around and spotting the audience) Oh, 
right, I knew that. Uh uh, Bye. (Runs away leaving Ant and 
Dec staring blankly after him)         
 
Ant: Sorry, I forgot. We have Paris Hilton, Katy Perry, 
Richard Hammond and Pizza guy. 
 
Ellie: (Popping her head round the door) Ant, Dec you’re on 
(Beckoning for Georgia to come over) 
 
Georgia: (Georgia runs on stage handing Ellie a comb) Hair 
check! 
 
(The boys take a big sigh as the girls attempt to smarten up 
their hair)  
 
Georgia: There, all done! 
 
Ellie: (High fiving Georgia) We are good! 
 
(All four run of stage as the lights dim) 
 
Speaker: Ladies and gentlemen welcome to Ant & Dec’s 
Saturday Night Takeaway! But what kind of a show would it 
be without the boys themselves, ANT & DEC! (The boys run 
on stage bowing and blowing kisses) 
 
Dec: Hello and welcome to Ant and Dec’s Saturday Night 
Takeaway! 
 
Ant: We have a great show in store for you tonight with 
amazing acts such as Rosie, Britain’s best dog. 
 
Dec: And the newest paired dancers. Slush Pups! Who will 
also be tonight’s special guests. (Boys point over to where 
the girls are sat waving) 
 
Ant: Now to kick off the show we have one of my all time 
favourite games. Grab the Ads! 
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Dec: That’s certainly right! And to help those lucky people 
who are in for a chance of winning one of are fantastic 
prizes. We need the help of some celebrities. 
 
Ant: Ladies and gentlemen may we introduce one of our 
feisty friends Jet Li and his sidekicks. 
 
(Kieran walks on with Luke and Josh beside him like 
bodyguards)    
 
Ant: Wow even a man like you can have two sidekicks. How 
do you tell which is which. (Luke and Josh turn around 
showing Ant and Dec the numbers one and two taped on 
their backs.) 
 
Dec: I get it, sidekick one and sidekick two. (Boys nod) 
 
Ant: Before we begin the game here’re the prizes you could 
win. (Boys turn to face the projector) 
 
Dec: Number 1. A two week accommodation for you and a 
friend at the Royal Orchid hotel in Thailand! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Ant: Number 2. A four seated sports car to replace the 
present junk bucket hidden away in your garage!    
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Dec: Number 3. A weekend in New York for you and three 
friends together with $1000 spending money! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Ant: Number 4.  A British Gas pen with logo! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Dec: Number 5. A one week family cruise around the 
Carribbean! 
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Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Ant:  Number 6. An expensive black leather sofa to bring the 
finishing touch to a funky living room! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Dec: Number 7. A delicious hotdog with ketchup and 
mustard! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Ant: Number 8. Dinner for two at The Ivy restaurant. Very 
fancy! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Dec: And finally number 9. A Peppa Pig DVD so you can see 
all your favourite episodes! 
 
Everyone: Whooooo 
 
Ant: Now to make the game harder we’ve moved all the 
prizes around, so that they’re not in their original places. 
 
Dec: This means that you won’t know what the prize is, until 
it’s uncovered. 
 
Ant: Now how the game will work. People have called in and 
two of those lucky people will have a chance to win one of the 
prizes. 
 
Dec: Once they’ve called in, our mighty Tae Kwon Do hero 
Jet Li and his Sidekicks, Dumb and dumber (pointing to each 
boys in turn, Ant raising eyebrows at Dec.)                           
(Through gritted teeth.) Sorry sidekick 1 and sidekick 2, will 
have to complete the following task: 
 
Ant: As there are two sidekicks Jet Li has two chances to 
defeat them. First is sidekick 1. Jet Li will have to fight 
sidekick 1 until he’s lying on the floor for 5 seconds. Sidekick 
1 will then have to surrender his belt which shall have a 
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number on it from one to nine. This will represent the prize 
hidden behind that number. 
 
Dec: That on its own is enough to last me weeks. But 
unfortunately for Jet Li it’s just the beginning. He then has to 
do the same to sidekick 2. 
 
Ant: Before we begin I just have to clear something with Jet 
Li. Do you really sleep with a nightlight and blanket? 
 
Jet Li and sidekicks: (in a deep voice) Where did you hear 
that? 
 
(Boys point at each other) 
 
Jet Li and sidekicks: Don’t believe everything you hear 
 
Ant and Dec: Yes ma’am, (boys glare) I mean sir, I mean, yes 
Jet Li. 
 
(Boys nod in satisfaction and go to their places) 
 
Dec: Who will be chosen by the super computer? Let’s find 
out. 
 
(Super computer flicks through names of class members) 
 
Ant: Super computer, STOP! 
 
(Arrow stops on Stephanie’s name) 
 
Dec: Hello Stephanie, are you there? 
 
Stephanie: Oh my goodness! Mum, Dad, I’m on the phone 
with Ant and Dec! 
 
Dec: Stephanie, we’ve got Tae Kwon Do champion Jet Li 
here in the studio and he’s going to try to get you a great 
prize! Are you ready? 
 
Stephanie: Yep! 
 
Dec: Ant, she’s ready. 
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Ant: Now Jet Li are you ready? 
 
Jet Li: Oh yeah. I’m always ready for a challenge. Ninja’s, 
you’re going down! 
 
Ant: You hear that ninja’s, you’re going down! 
 
(Grab the ads begins) 
 
Ant: Number 3! 
 
Dec: Super computer, can you uncover number 3 please? 
 
(Uncovers number 3 which reveals the hotdog) 
 
Ant: Stephanie, you’ve won a hotdog. 
 
Stephanie: But I want a holiday. Or money will do. 
 
Dec: Well you’ve won a hotdog. But it’s got mustard and 
ketchup on it! 
 
Stephanie: Ok. I suppose it could be a nice snack. 
 
Ant: Exactly. 
 
Dec: Bye Steph. 
 
Stephanie: Bye Ant. Bye Dec. 
 
Ant: Now for our next caller. 
 
Dec: Sorry Jet Li. You’ve got to do it all again mate. 
 
(Super computer flicks through names of class members) 
 
Ant: Super computer, Stop! 
 
(Arrow stops on Ellie D name) 
 
Ant: Hello, Ellie are you there? 
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Ellie: I’m always here Ant. 
 
Dec: I think you’ve got a little admirer Ant. 
 
Ant: (looking embarrassed) Don’t be silly Dec. 
 
Dec: Are you ready Jet Li? 
 
Jet Li: I defeated them once, I can do it again. By the way, 
she totally has a crush on him. 
 
Dec: I know. 
 
Ant: Uh um. Ellie are you ready? 
 
Ellie: Oh Ant, I’ve been ready all my life. 
 
Ant: Right. On with the game. 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec: Number 7! 
 
Ant: Let’s see what you won Ellie. Super computer, please 
uncover number 7. 
 
(Uncovers number 7 which reveals trip to Thailand.) 
 
Ant: Ellie, you’ve won a two week trip to Thailand for you and 
a friend. 
 
Ellie: For two, right. 
 
Ant: (slowly) yeah 
 
Ellie: Well then, come with me Ant. Picture it. The two of us 
on a romantic trip. But that’s just the start of it. We’ll get 
married, buy a house….. 
 
(Jet Li and Dec giggle) 
 
Ant: That’s quite enough. Bye Ellie. 
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Ellie: But wait, ANT! 
 
Dec: What happened? 
 
Ant: I hung up. 
 
Dec: Ant, how rude. You just hung up on a poor girl with YOU 
as her match. This is the first time someone has taken an 
interest in you and it will probably be the last. And what do 
you do. Hang up. 
 
Ant: You’re right. Hey! 
 
Dec: Anyway let’s thank this week’s grab the ads celebrities. 
Jet Li and his sidekicks! 
 
(Boys bow and walk off with Luke and Josh like bodyguards) 
 
Dec: Well, wasn’t that a special round. 
 
Ant: Next we have our newest addition to the show. Girls, can 
you tell us what it is. 
 
(Lights go onto girls who are sat in the corner.) 
 
Jessie: Well, we’ve just released our DVD. 
 
Emily: And it’s got an adorable picture of Rosie on it.  She 
was great in filming! 
 
Ant and Dec: No, what’s coming up on the show! 
 
Girls: Oh, next up is our favourite…….Takeaway Prison! 
 
(Boys run off stage as the lights dim. Girls backstage give 
boys their police hats and the prisoners put out boxes, bench 
and tunnel.) 
 
Dec: Hello hello hello. What have we got here then? 
 
Ant: A bunch of nincompoops by the looks of it.

Dec: No the real nincompoops are the group that signed up 
for this. May I welcome you to our prisoners! 
 
(Prisoners walk on stage with their hands behind their backs) 
 
Ant: Who do we have here today then? 
 
Dec: Our unlucky visitors today are. (Moves along the line as 
he says each name) Katy Perry (Katy waves) Fernando 
Torres (peace sign) Paris Hilton (Blows a kiss) Frank 
Lampard (Yo sign) Miley Cyrus (winks) Emily Osment (I’ve got 
my eyes on you sign) 
 
Ant: So these are our prisoners this week. The first two to 
complete the challenge will be the ones who are freed. As for 
the others. It’s bye bye to freedom and hello bars. 
 
Dec: Now the challenge this week is an assault course! It 
consists of a bench which you must climb to reach the box, 
climb from the box to an even higher one. And then crawl 
through a tunnel to reach the big red button which you must 
then press. 
 
Ant: Now prisoners prepare to meet your doom! 
 
Dec: Dun dun duhhhhhhh  
 
Ant: Dec what are you DOING?!  
 
Dec: Sorry. I’ve always wanted to do that. 
 
Ant: Anyway, on with the show. 
 
Dec: You’ll take it in turns to run round the course. But 
remember, fastest two are the two that are freed. 
 
Ant: Katy, you’re first. Please take your place over here. 
 
Dec: Stopwatch. (Ellie passes a stopwatch to Dec.) 
 
Ant: On your marks, get set, go! 
 
(The game begins) 
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Dec: (Says Diana’s score.) 
 
Katy: Yay! (Clapping her hands.) 
 
Ant: Torres, do you think you can beat that? 
 
Torres: Piece of cake. 
 
Dec: Good, because your next. On your marks, get set, go! 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec: (Says Sam’s score.) 
 
Torres: Result! (Kurching sign) 
 
Ant: Pretty good, Paris your next. Do you have a strategy to 
help. 
 
Paris: I’m going to think of that large red button as a one of a 
kind Chanel bag. It’s bright pink, with a gold buckle and it’s 
got cute little sequins in pretty patterns…… 
 
Dec: Go! 
 
Paris: Oh right sorry. 
 
(The game begins but Sophie’s really bad) 
 
(As she’s in the tunnel she screams out) 
 
Ant: What’s wrong? 
 
Paris: I’ve broken a nail! 
 
Dec: Girls. 
 
Paris: Hey! 
 
(Paris finally reaches the red button) 
 
Dec: (Say’s Sophie’s score) 
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Ant: Sorry Paris. Someone took the Chanel bag HALF AN 
HOUR AGO! 
 
Paris: Uh! 
 
Ant: Lampard, your next. Do you think you can beat Paris? 
 
Lampard: Please, my grandma could beat her. 
 
Dec: Well let’s see. On your marks, get set, go! 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec: (Say Ben’s score) 
 
Ant: Your grandma would be so proud! 
 
Lampard: (Slowly) Yeah, thanks. 
 
Dec: Miley your next. 
 
Ant: Now Miley don’t be upset if you don’t quite beat 
Lampard. 
 
Miley: What are you trying to say? 
 
Ant: Nothing. It’s just that, well you know BOYS are all tough 
and everything and, well girls…. They’re, not.  You can’t 
change the world eh.  
 
Miley: Yeah, well, I can sing! 
 
Dec: Alright you two.  
Miley, on your marks, get set, go! 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec: (Says Phoebe’s score) 
 
Phoebe: Fast enough for you? 
 
Dec: Last of all, it’s Emily. 
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Ant: Are you ok tonight Emily. You seem a bit quiet. 
 
Emily: Who are you calling quiet! 
 
Ant: (Jumps back) Sorry I was just asking. 
 
Dec: Gosh you and the ladies tonight. 
Anyway Emily, are you ready?  
 
Emily: Yep 
 
Dec: Then on your marks, get set, go! 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec:(Says Louisa’s score) 
 
Emily: Yes! 
 
Ant: Now if you’ll all come over here I can tell you which two 
are free to go and are able to give up their celebrity life to 
come and stay here with us. 
 
Dec: Were just give, give, give aren’t we?  
 
Ant: I can now reveal that the two prisoners with the fastest 
times were……..Emily Osment and Frank Lampard! 
 
Emily and Lampard: YES! Were free, we’re free, we’re free, 
we’re free. 
 
Emily: Robot (Both of them do the robot whilst everyone else 
stares at them) 
 
Katy: Freaks! 
 
Torres: We’ve got a match tomorrow 
 
Miley: Yeah, and I have a concert tonight 
 
Paris: I have a fashion show! With a one of a kind Chanel bag. 
(glaring at Ant.) 
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Dec: Well you’re going to have to miss them. 
 
Torres: This stinks. 
 
Miley: It’s so unfair. 
 
Paris: You’ll be hearing from my lawyer! 
 
Ant: With what, all weapons were taken away as you entered 
the prison. This did included Mobile phones and nail polish! 
 
Paris: Uhhhhh! (stomping off)  
 
Dec: Come on. (as he leads off the line of prisoners with Ant 
following behind.) 
 
(The lights dim and the boys take off their hats. Dec takes 
blue handkerchief and tucks it in his suit.) 
 
Ant: Next is a nationwide favourite…… 
 
Speaker: (In a deep voice) It’s ANT v DEC! The teams 
 
Ant: That’s right, this is the week when Ant beats Dec and 
Dec can do nothing about it. 
 
Dec: I don’t know, I’m feeling pretty lucky tonight. 
I’ve got the lucky handkerchief you gave me. 
 
Ant: What lucky handkerchief? 
 
Dec: This one. (pulling out the blue handkerchief) 
 
Ant: (Laughing) That’s not a lucky handkerchief. I gave that 
to you after blowing my nose on it. 
 
Dec: (looking gutted) So I’ve been wearing a bogiefied 
handkerchief for five years! 
 
Ant: Pretty much, yeah. 
 
Dec: Anyway before we got on to a bogiefied handkerchief 
conversation, we were talking about Ant v Dec. 
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Ant: But of course we can’t do this game without some very 
important people. First one of our important people 
is….Kirsty Gallagher!  
 
Kirsty: Hello boys. 
 
Ant and Dec: Hello. 
 
Kirsty: Now it’s been a very hard week for both teams but 
let’s see how you got on. 
 
(Lights dim and the teams bring out the trucks. Kirsty stands 
behind the door to speak.) 
 
Kirsty: This week’s challenge is going to take a lot of 
teamwork, strength and shame over the fact that they’re 
baby trucks. 
 
Kirsty: But before we see how they get on, let’s welcome the 
team members. In Ants team we have (each team member 
waves as their name is called out.) Kate Moss!...... Jet 
Li!.....Ashley Tisdale!.....Sidekick 1!.....and sidekick 2! 
And over in Dec’s team we have Duffy!.....Richard 
Hammond!.....Cascada!.....Gareth Gates!..... and Emily 
Osment! 
 
Kirsty: Now as the teams decide who will go where on the 
rope, I’ll explain the game. Basically each team will have a 
piece of rope tied to a baby truck. They then have to race it 
down the track and over the finishing line. 
 
Kirsty: Now it looks like the teams are ready, so we can 
begin. 
 
Kirsty: Teams, are you ready? 
 
Teams: YES! 
 
Kirsty: Then on your marks, get set, Go!!!!!! 
 
(The game begins with both teams pretending it’s really 
hard.) 
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Kirsty: And in the end it’s Ant who wins the challenge. 
 
Ant’s team: (Celebrating) 
 
(Lights dim and the trucks come off as Kirsty comes on.) 
 
Kirsty: Well congratulations to team Ant. This means that you 
do get a point. But Unfortunately Dec has to eliminate one of 
his team mates. Dec? 
 
Dec: Well it’s really horrible to lose because it does mean 
that you have the job of eliminating one of your team 
members. But I’ve come to a decision, and the person I’m 
going to eliminate is……Richard Hammond. 
 
Richard Hammond: Shame, it was a lovely little four by four 
with lovely leather back seats and electric windows……. 
 
Kirsty: (slowly) yeah, you can keep it if you like. 
 
Richard: Oh thank you, thank you thank you thank you! 
 
Kirsty: It’s fine. They were a two-for-the-price-of-one deal at 
toys-r-us. So take both of them. 
 
(Richard walks off proudly carrying his trucks.) 
 
Ant: Well he was so happy about the trucks that he 
completely forgot the fact that he’d just been eliminated. 
 
Dec: Yeah it was easier than I thought it would be. 
 
Ant: Ladies and Gentlemen, Kirsty Gallagher and the teams! 
 
Ant: Now we’re coming to the end of our show but before we 
do we have one last thing. Girls. 
 
Girls: That’s right, last up is….. Win the ads!!!!! 
 
Dec: (Wandering down amongst the audience) Now for this 
game we need the help of someone from the audience. Isn’t 
that right…________. Come this way! 
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Ant: Know the rules for the game? We’ll ask you a series of 
questions in 60 seconds. Each time you get an answer right, 
you choose a number. When the 60 seconds are up we can 
reveal one of the prizes you have won.  
 
Dec: You then choose whether you are going to gamble or 
take the things you have won so far. If you choose to gamble 
you answer one more question. If you get it right, you win 
everything. If you get it wrong, you go home with nothing. 
 
Ant: Your 60 seconds is on the clock, your time starts, now! 
 
(The game begins) 
 
Dec: Unfortunately we can’t afford all that. But you did win 
________! Thanks for playing Win the ads! 
 
Or 
 
Dec: Although you didn’t win those prizes we’ve got you a 
little prize for being on the show. Here it is ________! Thanks 
for playing Win the ads! 
 
Ant: That’s all for now guys. 
 
Dec: Thank you to everyone who’s been on the show. 
 
A & D: Bye!!!! 
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
